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PREFATORY NOTE. 

Tnii; following work is for the most part a compila­
tion, the materials being drawn chiefly from the recent 
English treatises of vVi11iams, Smart, N cil , an d Ilarri­
son; a portion of them also from the standard works of 
Blair, Campbell , and Jami eson, and an anonymous 
London work on the Art of R easoning . In preparing 
the grammatical depai1:ment of the volume, tltc author 
has carefully consulted the Grammars of Clark, 1Inr­
ray, Fowler, Bullions, Goold Dro\Yn, Spencer, Greene, 
Butler, Tow er, Bailey, Covell, and Mulligan; he has 
also derived m ore or less aid from \Velch's "Analysis 
of the English Sentence," Tower's "Gramm ar nf Com­
position," Quack en boss' "I'i rst Lessons and Advanced 
Course," and Parker's "Aids." 

Though awn.re of the g reat cxc<:llencics \rhi eh l>clong 
to several works on Composition a nd Rhetoric now in 
extensive use, the author bcl ie,·cs tl1at the present one 
comprel1cnds more rnrttter that "·ill be fo und practi­
cally useful and available in academ ics nml sehools, 
tlian any other single t reatise. lie wonlcl not h:i.Ye 

devoted so much space to the illust ration an d applica­
tion of grammatical principles, had not experience ns 
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an Instructor convinced him of the senons disadvan­
tage un der which 11ot a few labor, in 1Jcginning to 
\vri tc composition , from an imperfect acqn:.int:inec 
with the English grnmmar. T!t e present wo1·k is 
adapted to lxginners, and in ,its progress to adva11 ccxl 
cfo8ses-bcing designed to furnish all the aiLl tl1at is 
needful, or that .can be desired, in the various depart­
ments and styles of composition, both in Prose and 
Verse. 

The subject of Synonyms has received a larger share 
of attention than is usual in works of this kind ; but 
not larger than its importance demands. Much space 
also is allotted to Figurative Language, to Sources of 
Argument and Illustration i,n the treatment of various 
subjects, and to exercises that prepare the way for 
Poetic Composition. The proper use of this work will 
stimulate the mental p o"-;·ers, suggest trains of thought, 
secure a cominand of appropriate language, and, in 
short, facilitate the acquirement of the most useful and 
elegant of Arts-that of correct, easy, forcil.,le, and 
tasteful Composition.
