If, due to financlal limitations, it lg decided that it
would be too costly to meke the capital investment neceszsary to
establlish = newspaper, then VO could enter into an agreement to
allow an outaside newspaper to loecate in VC providing they agres
fully %o the pecple's free messags plan and in return VO will agree
not to rent space tc a rival newspaper in the same V2. However any
and all other newspepers ¢f the outside world or any other type of
publication may be seld in VO and this ghould be encouraged.

The pecple's free message plan will be the meohaniesl
means for everybedy in a VO to commmnicate with ovéryone elsge in
the same V0. It will be the firsh time in history that this will
kave been possible on suck a large scale. It should help lead e
outual understanding and congern and previde a publie platform for
the expression of totally new ideas without a traditicnally minded
newspaper cengor with a third rate nind interfeering with the free
publiec expression of new ideas by a seoond or first rate =ind or
any eother rated mind.

3elng c¢n a lower flcoor their mothers will
not have far to take them so that they may pley ocutside.
