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To fund the institution’s efforts on behalf of this project, I can foresee a possible charitable
annuity. In other words, instead of waiting until your demise to fund a private foundation
(which seems to be the current plan), I envision a current gift with a retained life annuity for
you of enough corpus to sponsor programs you feel appropriate and that are acceptable to the
museum. This would give the fund the added advantages of operating under the umbrella of
an educational institution rather than a private foundation and the flexibility that goes with it.
This would also make it possible for the funds invested in connection with this endowment to
be invested in an array of investments transcending the current policy of tax-free bonds.
While the tax-free bonds have operated as fine investments until this time and continue to be
fine investments in the future, the selection is getting smaller and smaller year by year and
the opportunity to diversify even among the government issuing these bonds becoming more
and more limited. ’
