2. How have previous implicit bias trainings or education impacted your clinical practice? 

Key questions: (will need to narrow down to 4-5)
1. How did you feel when trying to apply these strategies during the home visit?
2. What, if anything, made it harder to apply these strategies? 
3. Since your home visit experience, how have you applied these strategies in your clinical practice?
4. Following your visit, you wrote down a change you wanted to make in response to this experience. What steps have you made toward that change? What barriers have you faced? 
5. If you have made a change, how has that impacted your patient care? 
6. Review of themes found in written reflections. How are these themes consistent to your experience? In what ways do you disagree?  
7. Many of you cited mindfulness as a strategy you will use. Some talking about slowing down while others specifically cited meditation or other active strategies. How would you define mindfulness in this context? 

Ending questions: 
1. Summary question: moderator will provide summary of discussion first. Does this summary reflect your experience? What did I miss?
2. Thank you for your time today and commitment to this topic. We are all learning together and we appreciate your courage and vulnerability. As we wrap up, what else would you like to share that we haven’t discussed?
